The pouring rain didn't 

stop early Juneteenth celebra-
tions from taking place  on 
Wednesday, June 18, 2025. 

Milwaukee leaders gath-
ered at the Zeidler Municipal 
Building to raise the June-
teenth flag. 

Milwaukee officials said it's 
important to remember and 
reflect on the history of June-
teenth. 

"It's about freedom. It's 
about liberation. It's about 
showing us who we really 
are. When we come togeth-
er, even when there are big, 
huge, trying challenges be-
fore us, there is absolutely 
nothing that we cannot do," 
Mayor Cavalier Johnson said. 

Milwaukee is home to one 
of the longest-running June-
teenth celebrations in the 
country. 

Juneteenth was officially 
recognized by the state of 
Wisconsin in 2009. It be-
came a federal holiday in 
2021when President Joe 
Biden signed the Juneteenth 
National Independence Day 
Act into law.

“In this city we celebrate 
who we are. We celebrate our 
history,” said Mayor John-
son.

'Big inconvenience': Shoppers react to Milwaukee-area Pick 'n Save closures 
The grocery store chain confirmed Monday that five stores in Milwaukee County will close.

On Monday, June 23, 
2025, the parent company of 
Pick 'n Save announced it is 
closing five stores in the Mil-
waukee area.

The impacted Wisconsin 
stores include:

•	 1735 W. Silver Spring 
Drive, Glendale

•	 3701 S. 27th Street, 
Milwaukee

•	 2355 N. 35th Street, 
Milwaukee

•	 2931 S. Chicago Ave-
nue, South Milwaukee

•	 2320 W. Ryan Road, 
Oak Creek.

The closures are a part of a 
restructuring effort by Kro-
ger, the parent company of 
grocery chains Pick 'n Save 
and Metro Market. Kroger 
plans to close 60 of its stores 
nationwide over the next 18 
months. Five happen to be in 
southeast Wisconsin.

"It's going to be a big in-
convenience for us," said Jef-
frey Walker, who shops at the 
Pick 'n Save on 35th Street.

WISN 12 News spoke to 
shoppers who learned Mon-
day their grocery store's days 
were numbered.

"You always hate to hear 
when a business has to close. 
It's hard on the community 
and it's hard on the busi-
ness," said Susan Luling, who 
shops at the Ryan Road loca-
tion.

A Pick 'n Save spokesper-
son, in a statement to WISN 
12 News, said, "We will offer 
each impacted associate the 
opportunity to transfer to a 
nearby location. This closure 
is part of a larger company-
wide decision to run more ef-
ficiently and ensure the long-
term health of our business."

"It's disappointing. I did 
read about the closures in 
the news. I just wasn't sure 
if this was one of them. So it 
makes me wonder which of 
the other ones here in town 
will be closing too. Because 
maybe my next choice will 
also be closed," said Daron 
Hill, who shops at the Ryan 
Road location.

Deray Owens, shopping 
at the Pick 'n Save on 35th 
Street, said he doesn't have a 
second choice. The grocery 
store is just a few minutes 
away from his house.

"I don't know what we're 
going to do as a community, 
where we are going to go gro-
cery shopping if they close it 
down. What, we're going to 

go to corner stores and go 
grocery shopping? I don't 
know," Owens said.

Owens said he's concerned 
for his older neighbors who 
count on the store being 
close.

"I don't know what they're 
going to do. Some of them 
come here on their electric 
chairs, just to come here and 
go to the grocery store, trying 
to do stuff on their own, pro-
ductive. So, I don't know," 
Owens said.

Pick 'n Save did not provide 
information Monday night 
about when the area closures 
would happen. According to 
Kroger's announcement, it'll 
be sometime over the next 18 
months.

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In 2021, President Joe 
Biden signed into law the bill 
that had been passed by unan-
imous consent in the Senate 
and 415-14 in the House to 
establish Juneteenth Nation-
al Independence Day, June 
19, as a federal holiday. June-
teenth marks the jubilant day 
in 1865 when many of the 
more than 250,000 people 
who were enslaved in Texas 
finally learned they were le-
gally free. This deliberately 
delayed news was delivered 
by federal troops arriving 
in Galveston after the end 
of the Civil War, reaching 
them more than two and 
a half years after President 
Abraham Lincoln issued the 
Emancipation Proclamation 
on January 1, 1863, that 
freed all people who were 
enslaved in the Confederate 
states.

Honoring Watch Night, or 
Freedom’s Eve, on December 
31 is a separate tradition in 
many black churches and 
communities that commem-
orates that night in 1862 
when enslaved people who 
were aware of President Lin-
coln’s intentions gathered 

and waited for the official 
news that the Emancipation 
Proclamation had taken ef-
fect. But that declaration of 
freedom was withheld from 
enslaved people in many 
places still under Confeder-
ate rule for as long as possi-
ble. Texas was the last state 
where the truth was finally 
revealed, and so we honor 

Juneteenth because, in my 
beloved friend and role mod-
el Fannie Lou Hamer’s eter-
nal words, nobody’s free until 
everybody’s free.

Many black families have 
celebrated Juneteenth for 
generations, a tradition that 
began in Texas almost im-
mediately following the 

first “Jubilee Day.” In 1968, 
during the Poor People’s 
Campaign, tens of thousands 
of people came to Washing-
ton, DC, for a rally honoring 
June 19 as “Solidarity Day.” 
Just weeks after Dr. Martin 
Luther King, Jr.’s assassina-
tion, Rev. Ralph Abernathy 
said that rally brought to-
gether all of us determined to 
“fulfill [Dr. King’s] prophecy 
of a united, decent America, 
dedicated anew to the con-
cept of justice for all.” The 
drive to make Juneteenth a 
national holiday, led by tire-
less advocates like Mrs. Opal 
Lee, was another long-await-
ed milestone. One hundred 
and sixty years after the first 
Juneteenth, this year’s cele-
bration is occurring at an-
other inflection point as 
Americans are grappling with 
what our nation’s promised 
freedom really means, and 
whether those promises are 
indeed big enough to cover 
all Americans. From protests 
defending immigrants’ rights 
to those opposing dictators 
and kings, the struggle to de-
fine equality and liberty and 
justice for all is churning in 
cities and suburbs and small 

towns across the country. 
Where will it go next?

The Juneteenth holiday is 
not just a historic marker; 
it’s a mirror that reflects both 
the resilience and celebratory 
joy of generations of African 
Americans and the ongoing 
need to ensure that rights de-
clared become rights realized. 
This year’s observance is an 
opportunity to focus on the 
day’s full meaning. In the face 
of sweeping attempts to san-
itize storytelling about our 
nation’s past, commemorat-
ing Juneteenth invites hon-
oring the full truth of Amer-
ican history, and recognizing 
that the fight for true free-
dom is still urgent in the face 
of new efforts to limit rights 
for some Americans instead 
of protecting them for every-
one. Will we keep struggling 
to close the gap between the 
promise and the practice of 
justice, and to see that free-
dom reaches everyone, every-
where, without delay? Once 
again Juneteenth reminds us 
above all: nobody’s free until 
everybody’s free.
